 As we move midway into our Advent-Christmas journey, we prepare 
this week by feeling the joy. We move through this week feeling a part of the 
waiting world that rejoices because our longing has prepared us to believe the 
reign of God is close at hand. It's tough to find time to focus on preparing to 
receive the Christ Child anew when we are pulled in so many directions. 
 

 Sometimes we long for the clock to stop so that we can just catch up 
with ourselves before moving on to the next task at hand. Sometimes you just 
have to find something that works for you. Some have found a single page 
devotional to be just the right size meditation to focus their day. Others find 
that attending one of the noonday services a helpful way of leaving the noise of 
the world for the focus of prayer that comes with being in sacred space. 
 

 During this Advent season we light a candle each Sunday to represent 
hope, peace, and joy. We need to also think of these as inner candles bringing 
light into our lives: the light of hope, the light of peace, and this week the light 
of joy. They represent our inner preparation or inner perspective. In this world 
of conflict and division we need to begin each day this week with a sense of 
liberating joy. Perhaps we can pause, breathe deeply and say, "My soul 
proclaims the greatness of the Lord, my spirit rejoices in God my savior. 
 

 Each day this week, we will continue to go through our everyday lives 
of work, Christmas shopping, decorating, and all the other things we have to 
do, but we will experience the difference our faith can bring to it. We are 
confident that the grace we ask for will be given us. We will encounter sin - in 
our own hearts and in our experience of the sin that is in the world. We can 
pause in those moments and feel the joy of these words: "You are to name him 
Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins. 
 

 May we experience the Light shining into the dark places of our lives 
inviting us to experience God's mercy and healing. We may need to make 
amends with a loved one, relative, friend, or coworker. With more light and 
joy in our lives, it is easier to say, "I'm sorry; let's begin again."  
 

 In Luke 3:1-14 John the Baptist's followers ask him, "What must we 
do?" We, too, must ask that question. If we have the Light of Christ within us, 
if we have the Kingdom of heaven within us as the Bible says, this is how we 
will behave. John tells us to share our abundance with those who do not have 
enough of what they need. Be fair and just in your dealings with others, do not 
bully people, and be content with your life. 
Then you will have peace, joy, love, faith, and hope in your life. As you are 
grateful for what you have, more will come into your life so you can share it 
with others. If you hold on to what you've got, that is all you will have and 
eventually you will lose it. 
 

 Advent beckons us to a new life, a new way of being in the world. God 
has a plan for breaking open our lives in new and wondrous ways, even when 
the evidence is to the contrary. Whenever strained finances,. broken 
relationships, disappointments, sadness, illness seek to diminish our lives, a 
Messiah is coming who will fill in the valleys, lower the mountains, straighten 
the paths and smooth out the rough places. 
 

 Advent tells me that the Christ of the manger is longing to come this 
year into the specific stories you are facing in your life right now. Advent calls 
us to wake up. Don't miss the always present Messiah moments that occur each 
and every day.

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Our play, written by Judy Shute, It is as clever as it is educational.  Both 
Ms. Jan and I were thrilled to have a program that had lines easy to learn, 
familiar music and, most importantly, something the children would enjoy. 
 

The casting for this program began when I asked two simple questions, 
“Who wants a solo” and “Who wants to sing with a partner?”  The children 
raised their hands, made their requests, and then we found ways to give 
parts or songs to those requesting them.  I was pleasantly surprised by all 
of the children that wanted singing and speaking parts! Eight out of ten 
students in our 4th-6th grade group and six out of seven students ages 
kindergarten- 3rd grade asked for singing parts.  These numbers are worth 
mentioning because many children feel intimidated by singing on stage.  It 
was both refreshing and exciting to work with such positive and willing 
participants. They took their parts seriously and gave it their all.  The 
results were really wonderful. 
 

Every time children went up to sing or speak, my stomach would lurch a 
bit and then their sweet voices would fill the sanctuary and my heart would 
swell with pride.  By the end of the play, even our shyest children were 
clamoring to the microphone so they could be heard!  To witness their self-
confidence blossom from this experience was amazing!  As a teacher, I 
encourage children to be risk-takers and I try to find opportunities for them 
to build their own self confidence.  Taking on a lead role in any play is 
definitely a life-changing event for children.  I believe this program served 
as a great stepping stone for children ready to take a risk and become 
leaders!

In addition to those listed in the Cast, I also want to thank 
Sandy Barnes, the Fellowship Committee, Tom Marshall, Office Staff, Bob 
Butler, Jim Pohl and anyone else who helped to make our program a 
success.  As you can see, it really does take a village to raise our children 
and every little contribution matters!
