Playground Will be a Reality! 
 

What an exciting and emotional day last Sunday was! We entered the day $3,200 short 
of our scaled back goal, and after a clear appeal and a passing of the baskets by our 
kids, about $3,000 was collected! And more is promised and anticipated. We’re 
moving ahead! 
 

Here’s how it happened. The playground has been a cherished dream and carefully 
planned over many months to be placed in safety between our two buildings. Funds 
were the problem. There just weren’t any. 
  

“Pennies for the Playground”, collected during construction, were multiplied by fresh 
donations.  The Men’s Fellowship Pancake Breakfast was a tremendous boost. But we 
were still $3,200 short. And the price of the climber (the centerpiece) would only hold 
through June. We put off other pieces, but we still needed $3,200. 
 

Amy Miller went into action! In a go-for-broke style, she devised the Playground 
Mathematics, and showed how we could collect the funds in two Sundays. Only we 
collected it in one Sunday. 
 

On reflection, I’m delighted, but not surprised. Why?  I’ve seen it time after time in 
churches.  Our Staff has been using a three-point criterion before we’ve taken any new 
action for direction. 
 

 1.  There must be a compelling felt need. 
 2.  People with passion must be ready to action it. 
 3.  The outcome must be marked by excellence. 
 

The playground fit the criterion perfectly! Our children’s and pre-school programs 
needed it.  Parents and the children are really excited.  It is professionally designed 
with excellent equipment and perfectly complements our programs! 
 

I praise God for everyone’s vision, faith, hard work, and generosity.  Now, let’s see it 
go up!

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 Notes from Janis … 
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“…Lead Us Not into Temptation…” 
 
As we were praying “The Lord’s Prayer” on Sunday, my mind asked the 
question, “What does that mean?”  Do we have to ask God to not lead us into 
temptation?  That sounds like God sometimes leads us into temptation!  I began 
to search the Bible and I came upon this answer in James 1:12-16. “No one, 
when tempted, should say, “I am being tempted by God”; for God cannot be 
tempted by evil and he himself tempts no one. But one is tempted by one’s own 
desire…” 
 
By what desires are we tempted?  By the desire to always be right and to think 
others are wrong.  Lord, lead us not into the temptation of thinking that our ways 
are always the right ways. Lead us not into the temptation of thinking we are 
always right and others wrong, for this belief will lead us into the temptation of 
self-glory and self-aggrandizement. Lord, lead us not into the temptation of 
thinking that we must always have our way.  Lord, lead us not into the 
temptation of blaming others for our own mistakes. Lord, lead us not into the 
temptation of insisting on total control when working with others.  Lord, lead us 
not into the temptation of creating division within the body of Christ, by turning 
brother against brother, and sister against sister, but lead us in the way of doing 
what’s best, things that will build up the body and not tear it down. Lead us in 
the way of accepting responsibility for our actions.  As leaders of the church, we 
must accept responsibility to do what is best for the body of Christ.  Doing what 
is best is not always the easy way, but it is the right way. 
 
As we become seasoned Christians and spend more time in prayer, Bible study, 
and meditation, we become susceptible to the temptation of believing that we are 
more highly developed spiritually than our Christian brothers and sisters, and are 
the authority on all things religious.  We may be tempted to manipulate others to 
get our way when it is a sacred duty to deal with all people in perfect 
impartiality. 
 
Many wonderful Christians have overcome numerous temptations only to lapse 
into a condition of superiority and self-righteousness.  We must do all that we 
can to spread the true knowledge of God, so that not one of “these little ones” 
may go astray through our selfishness or our neglect. 
 
The Lord always leads us in the right way, but sometimes we do not follow.  The 
Lord will never lead us down the wrong path. But we have to be watchful that 
the voice we think we hear, is the voice of God and not the voice of self.  The 
self will tell you what you want to hear. God tells us what we need to hear. 
Listen for the voice of God!
